Whereas,  there is a strong and distinctively Canadian 80 year tradition of student radio, and,

whereas, student radio has flourished from sea to sea across Canada, and, 

whereas, it seems odd that the CRTC has just discovered that radio is an indiscriminate


medium, and students have been sharing their radio facilities, and directing their


programmes to the community at large for a great many years, yea even before the 

CRTC was established, and,

whereas, student radio was “okay” before, but has mysteriously become wrong, and we’ve been 

spending sleepless nights wondering why the CRTC does not trust us anymore, and,

whereas, the new CRTC name for student radio, namely, “community-based campus radio”


is almost meaningless, and, 

whereas, Trent Radio was the first to use and actively promulgate the use of the term  

“campus/community” radio to mean student controlled but shared with the community as a whole, and may now really regret that we even brought it up, and, 

whereas, just calling someone a representative does not make them so, unless they are

directly accountable to constituency, and,

whereas, no other form of radio in Canada has had the imposition of “representatives” imposed 

upon its Board structure, and,

whereas, the whole idea of a representational Board was probably dreamt up to fix a problem

 
in some strikingly unimportant place called Toronto, and,

whereas, if this is case,  “well then”,  we really could care less about Toronto, and are insulted 

that solutions which should be specific to Toronto are in high handed fashion imposed 

on the rest of the country;

WITH GOODWILL AND HUMOUR;

BE IT RESOLVED THAT; the Membership of reaffirms Trent Radio as a student organisation sponsored by the students of Trent University and controlled by the Membership.

And BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT; Membership in Trent Radio shall be open to all.

And BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT; the Board of Directors shall represent no other but the Membership of Trent Radio

And BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT; Trent Radio reaffirms that it shall retain full control over all  decisions concerning the, direction, management and programming of it’s broadcast, production and other facilities and that a majority of the Board shall be enrolled students of Trent University at the time of their election or appointment, and that the President shall be an enrolled student of Trent University at the time of their election or appointment.

And BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT; the CRTC shall be graciously asked to reconsider its policy concerning student radio (CRTC 2000-12), such that it can include both a representational Board structure as well as an independent Board structure., as “balance”

may exist in both models.
