¡RaDio Burst!, a Festival of Audio Art and Sound Ideas was held on Trent Radio airwaves June 27-July 2 2000.  This was a companion event to Sound Escape, an international conference on the theme of acoustic ecology.

Over 60 audio artists and audiophiles from around the world submitted pieces to air and over a dozen conference delegates participated by hosting their own radio shows.

Highlights included:

· The broadcast of “Soundscapes of Canada”, a radio show by the World Soundscape Project that has not aired since October 1974.

· “Radio Noir”, all night audio art performances 

· The debut of “Radiant Dissonance” a radio art series; juried by Victoria Fenner (Ottawa), Mike Waterman (Peterborough) and Barb Woolner (Peterborough)

· The re-airing of the Trent Radio drama series

· Participation of world renowned composer, Hildegarde Westerkamp from Vancouver

· A series of programmes with world renowned educator Sabine Breitsameter from Berlin Germany

· “Radio Emits Itself”, an radio collage by Bart Plantenga from Radio Patapoe, Amsterdam, Netherlands

· Simulcasting “The Music of Sound”, performances from Market Hall

Radio Burst was streamed on Trent Radio’s website.

Special thanks for the work of 20 volunteers. This event was a huge success and highlight in my radio life.

From June 27 through July 2, 2000, Trent Radio and the World Wide Web vibrated to the excitement of the largest radio art festival ever held in Canada:  Radio Burst!  Held in conjunction with Sound Escape: an international conference on acoustic ecology, the festival  was the brainchild of curator Barb Woolner and technical director John Muir.  Summer coordinator Clay Jones was an important help and over one hundred Trent Radio volunteers made it happen, including Bruce Tudor and Danielle Cooper.  The Trent University Music Society provided funding along with the Symons Fund for Canadian Studies. 

Sponsored by the Frost Centre and the Canadian Association for Sound Ecology, Sound Escape brought sound artists, composers, scholars and noise activists from 14 countries together in Peterborough to talk about all aspects of sound in the environment. Radio Burst! provided a forum for artists to present their work, for the airing of important archival material, for radio documentaries and for live audio art.  Radio Burst! also made portable radios available to the delegates of Sound Escape, and these terrifically popular devices allowed delegates to listen in at will. 

What follows is just a sample of the 24-hour programming. 

Early mornings were devoted to broadcasting papers given at the conference, to conference updates and to interviews with delegates. Mid-morning programs included "Soundscapes of Canada" an historical series of 10 radio programs originally recorded for CBC's "Ideas" in 1974, and hosted by R. Murray Schafer.  These programs have seldom been heard in recent years, and represent the pioneering work of the World Soundscape Project (founder of acoustic ecology).  Paul Cleveland's daily program WOW!  presented the work of "national and international audio superstars," whileVictoria Fenner hosted Radiant Dissonance - a new 10-part series of radio documentaries by sound artists. During the late afternoons conference delegates such as eminent composer Lydia Zielinska of Poland dropped by for in-depth interviews.  One of the most interesting contributions was by Bart Plantenga of Radio Amsterdam whose project "Radio Emits Itself"  "funnelled radio bandwith back into the frequency - 92.7."  Through his work, and that of Hans Ulrich Werner (Radio Cologne) and Sabine Breitsameter (Radio Bremen), the festival connected local community radio with the most experimental European radio.  Radio Burst also recorded and broadcast Peterborough New Dance's sold-out multi-media concert "The Music of Sound".  The late night airwaves were rocked by Radio Noir - all night sonic journeys that separated the (middle-aged mannlicher) men from the (hip-university) boys. 

As chair of the Sound Escape conference committee, I want to extend my thanks to all the folks at Trent Radio who made Radio Burst! such an amazing and vital event.  Barb Woolner poured heart and soul (and much of her summer) into curating and organising the festival,  and John Muir kept it all wired together. Trent Radio is truly blessed to have these dedicated and inspired artists at its helm!
